	On tax and philanthropy: This is my top pick. I think in light of the Illicit Financial Flows debacles we really need to have a much more in-depth analysis of philanthropy a\tax and IFFs. How we make the money matters - and philanthropy has to be much more accountable in this regard.
On transforming philanthropy: The "how" matters - and especially the more softer relational and undefined aspects. And this is linked directly to the conceptualisation of philanthropy's role. I think that elements of trust and participation below are an important element here - not a stand alone topic - but needs to be couched under a broader frame of what agency and solidarity means in a transformed vison of philanthropy's role.
Covering philanthropy: very important, especially given the decimation of media sustainability strategies in covid. Also important question to ask around media as a public good rather than an independently sustainable. How to fund without impinging on editorial independence ? Conversations about centering institutional viability of diverse media space rather vs instrumentalization around particular thematic are also important.

On rediscovering the common good: I do think that there needs to be a shift in the defining principle pf why philanthropy - but I'm not convinced the common good is the right framing. Want to give some additional thought to this.
